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This tear drop shaped automobile named THE SPIRIT OF 

TOMMOROW  is currently on loan to Heritage Acres 

 Built from scratch  by Basil Oldfield and John Norton from 

1938-1942 the frame and front suspension is a 39 dodge.  It 

was powered by a Ford flathead to start with and then in 1970 

that was replaced by a Ford 289 V8 mid mount engine.  It 

also has a Columbia 2 speed rear axel and 3 speed transmis-

sion. It was reported to travel at speeds of 100 MPH

aid in motion. This car still manages to look futuristic even by 

todayôs standard.
